LIGHT ASSEMBLY INSTALLATION

. Remove the Corner/Head/Tail light from vehicle.
. Select location to mount lighthead.

. Drill 1 inch diameter hole to the light assembly.

. Insert lighthead into hole.

. Apply silicone (user-supplied) for better fit.
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WARNING: Do NOT cover heat sink with silicone. It may cause
damage to the product and void warranty.

FLANGE MOUNT INSTALLATION (for kits with Flange option only)

. Use mounting flange to mark wire and screws holes to drill.
. Drill marked holes accordingly.

Insert lighthead pigtail into wire hole.

. Place foam, lighthead, and flange in line with the mounting
holes, and secure with supplied sheet metal screws.
